1 1st-level heading (12 pt, bold)
1.1 2nd-level heading (10 pt, bold)
3rd-level heading (10 pt, bold). Only two levels of headings should be numbered. Lower-level headings remain unnumbered; they are formatted as run-in headings.
4th-level heading (10 pt, italic). The contribution should contain no more than four levels of headings.
2 General Formatting Guidelines
2.1 Writing Format
Please note that the first paragraph of a section or subsection is not indented. The first paragraphs that follow a table, figure, equation, etc., do not have an indent, either.

Subsequent paragraphs, however, are indented. Main text must be written in a 10 pt font. Single line spacing must be used throughout the document. Page margins must follow the template and must not be modified.

2.2 Recommended Structure
Authors are encouraged to organize their manuscript using the following structure: Alternative structures are allowed if scientifically justified.

· Introduction
· Methodology
· Results and Discussion
· Conclusions
· References

Alternative structures are allowed if scientifically justified.

2.3 Figures and Tables
· Figures must be clear and of high quality (minimum 300 dpi).
· Use vector graphics whenever possible.
· All figures and tables must be referenced in the text.
· Avoid unreadable labels or very small fonts.
